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Sabbatical Officers are an elected position within
Cambridge SU. They are leaders of the SU, and only those
who are current students can stand for election. The key
remit of the role is to represent and campaign for students,
ensuring their voices are heard across the collegiate
university.

All Sabbatical Officers have a manifesto of campaigns
they want to run or goals they want to achieve whilst
in.post. Sabbatical Officers also work on policies and
campaigns which have been passed by students or
previous Sabbatical Officers. They will then attend
university meetings, meet with and talk to students to
collect their views, run events and campaigns for students
and lobby for change for the benefit of the student
community.
